2. Declarations of Interest:  None
3. Approval of minutes of full council on 3rd Sept 2013: Proposed as a true record by Cllr Berkley and seconded by Cllr I. Blenkinsop. Carried.
4. Matters Arising: 
Car Park at Pasture Lane, Cllr Murphy advised that residents were pleased that it had been done but the way it has been marked out the designated parking bays do not correlate to the front of the properties owned and there is a wasted grass area which would have been better.  NL Homes advised that there was a need to plant trees as a condition of planning and they are unable to make changes.  Clerk to contact N L Homes to see if anything can be done.

Wind farm money: Clerk advised that there was a roadshow on Sat 19th October and the N L C  Bus parked at various places in Axholme North to explain funding and invite applications.
